HOW TO UNPACK THE MACHINE

The machine should be unpacked carefully so as not to damage
the needles or the sock which is started on the machine.

Take out the excelsior and look it over carefully, before throw-
ing away, for any loose parts. Remove the loose parts, such as
weights, clamp, etc. Now lift the machine carefully from the box
and fasten it, by means of the clamp screw, to the table. Wet a
cloth with gasoline and carefully wipe off all of the grease which
you will ind on the machine. This was put on to keep the machine
from rusting while in transit.

Fill your oil can with 3-in-1 Oil, or any other good machine oil,
and oil the machine thoroughly. OQil the following parts: The
handle, the needle butts where they rest on the bottom of the
‘cylinder, the latches of the needles. You should oil these last two
parts frequently until they become well loosened; after that it is
not necessary to oil them so frequently.

Do not try to operate the Steber Knitter until you are-thoroughly
familiar with the operation of the different parts. Study these
until you are thoroughly familiar with the names and uses of each
part. By so doing you should become a good operator in a very
short time. J
